Mayor’s Overview 2009/2010

Withernsea has made important progress during the year. This has been made possible by some excellent partnership working. Good relations between East Riding of Yorkshire Council and Withernsea Town Council have been of great benefit to the town and will continue to produce tangible results in the coming years.

The Town Council is an important partner in the Withernsea & South East Holderness Regeneration Partnership and has secured planning permission to redevelop its commercial fishing compound. A large proportion of the funding required will hopefully be secured from European sources. This will compliment the ERYC’s proposed new launch ramp which has also been granted planning permission. There will be spin off benefits in terms of traffic movements over the promenade and safety on the beach. These two phases will help us in our efforts to upgrade the south promenade environs and develop the proposed business and cultural centre ( The Meridian Centre ) as part of our larger South Prom Project.

Another major event was the launch of our Town Plan. This was well received by ERYC and work has already been started by our steering group to implement as many of the actions in the plan as possible. One major element of this was taken up by ERYC within a few days of the launch – a town centre traffic scheme study. The study of Queen Street will be a prototype for similar schemes in other towns. Various solutions have been  offered to the public and businesses so that the best option can be chosen. We hope to 

improve central Queen Street by 2012 as soon as LTP3 funding can be obtained.

Six new two-bedroom council houses have been announced for Withernsea – probably the first council houses built here since the 1950s!

Obtaining funding of £700,000 has enabled a new staffed adventure playground to be opened for the benefit of our children. With the play equipment in Valley Gardens, Belvedere and Millennium Green we are better provided for than other comparable towns in the East Riding. 

Although the economy is very fragile and job losses are a big concern, new enterprises in our town give us a ray of hope for our future. At last we have a local butcher and a new NHS dentist & 24 hour pharmacy. It was my pleasure to open Bainton Construction Training Centre which I feel sure will prove to be a great asset. SHoRes continues to work hard for the community with its Job Club and Homecare Service being recent innovations. SHoRes has celebrated its fifth anniversary this year .Withernsea Chamber of Trade is growing strongly and will greatly benefit our local traders and residents.

Our Town Council summer events programme is the envy of the other towns in the East Riding and The East Riding Cultural Partnership congratulated us on our excellent programme. A new events leaflet is in circulation and we are also planning to produce a new tourism leaflet to promote our resort.

The Withernsea Health Forum continues its good work (see separate report) under the guidance of Cllr. Marian Mead.

This year the council has taken over the Withernsea Town War Memorial Clock Trust and is negotiating to take over The Millennium Green.

This has been a very busy year for the town council as we are continuing to work to complete the projects mentioned earlier and we are also working hard on other potential projects for the benefit of our town.

I feel very honoured to be Mayor in Withernsea Town Council’s 25th year.

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Reports on external bodies/committees

Withernsea & South East Holderness Regeneration Partnership

Withernsea Town Council is involved in all areas of the Partnership and continues to put in maximum effort to ensure the regeneration of our town.

The main sub-groups of the Partnership are : Health & Wellbeing, Parish Councils, Cultural, Meridian Centre, Fishermen’s and the Business Group.

The Health & Wellbeing group has staged lots of events and achieved real partnership working between all of the groups represented to provide more services to the community by working closely together and pooling their resources.

The Parish Council group provides a forum for all of the parish and Town Councils in the area to discuss matters of mutual interest and make representations to the appropriate authorities. It has very close links with The Holderness Flood Defence Group.

The Cultural group has been given the responsibility of starting up a scheme to look at the refurbishment of the South Promenade. It will also be expected to make a major contribution to the design of the proposed Meridian Centre.

The Business group continues to stage special events for the whole area’s businesses. These give information on topics of interest but also provide a valuable networking opportunity. Business advice is available to members on request.

The Meridian Centre group commissioned a feasibility study for the Centre and this has recommended that the Centre is a viable proposition. It now needs to raise enough money to take the project through planning before it can put bids in for the major funding required to build the Centre.

The Fishermen’s group has had a major input into the Fishing Ramp and the Fishing Compound designs. It also works with other groups within the industry to ensure that their knowledge is kept up to date and that they have an influence in the industry generally.

The Fishing Ramp and Fishing Compound have both been granted planning approval and a bid is to be submitted to obtain a very large amount of European funding. Match funding will be required and the Partnership will be bidding for funding from The East Riding of Yorkshire Council’s capital fund. It was hoped that funding would be forthcoming from Yorkshire Forward ( Government’s Development Agency ) but in the current economic situation and the outcome of the general election, the situation is unclear at present.

The Partnership, the Town Council and the East Riding of Yorkshire Council are currently co-operating in a study of central Queen Street and it’s environs, looking at traffic flow, and hope to improve the road, footways and street furniture as a result of the study.

These projects are long term and it is unlikely that tangible results will be seen in the next year. As they are all major items of expenditure it is understandable that Withernsea & South East Holderness is in competition for scarce funds with other towns and cities.

Withernsea Town Plan

The Town Plan was launched on 29th October 2009 and copies were delivered to every home and business in Withernsea. At the launch event, Mr. Nigel Pearson, Chief Executive of the East Riding of Yorkshire Council, said that he would be pleased to work with us to deliver as much of the plan as possible.  

A Town Action Plan Steering Group has been set up, under the chairmanship of Councillor Trevor Wright, to work with the organisations identified in the plan to attempt to deliver as many of the actions identified as possible. This strategy is already starting to pay dividends. Within a few days of the launch, the Town Centre Traffic Scheme Survey was announced. Extra police officers have been provided by Humberside Police. The Town Council have agreed to buy two bicycles for our PCSOs. Two graffiti clean-ups have been done. Progress has been made on other actions particularly those in conjunction with the Withernsea & South East Holderness Regeneration Partnership.

The Town Plan has been very well received by East Riding of Yorkshire Council and is due to be adopted by their Cabinet very soon.

Neighbourhood Action Team ( NAT )

 

The NAT plans ways of reducing crime, disorder and the misuse of drugs in our area. It is primarily action orientated and may include the planning  of awareness events, organising crime prevention publicity or forming a bid to get funding for a project. The meetings are not public forums.

During the year NAT has discussed such issues as under aged drinking, criminal damage, anti-social behaviour, Whitethorne Avenue, speeding and youth issues. 

Our next “Operation Community Challenge”  is planned for July 2010. It is a NAT team operation which is supported by all services e.g. Withernsea High School, Humberside Police, Fire and Rescue service, RAOB, Withernsea Town Council and ERYC Safer Communities and Streetscene together with volunteers from the community. We will pick up litter, clean off graffiti etc.

Our annual Crime and ASB event at Withernsea High School was held in October. All the services represented on NAT get together and run an event over the 2 days talking to year 7 students about crime, anti-social behaviour and arson, both from their own point of view and also looking at the issues from the victim’s viewpoint.

Memorial Gardens Trust

The Town Council is the managing Trustee for the Memorial Gardens Trust. The Memorial Gardens provide a place for a lasting memorial to those who died serving their country, along with the object of improving the conditions of life for residents and visitors. Castle Café and the adjacent car park are owned by the Trust, with its main income being generated from the seasonal sale of car parking tickets. With regard to Withernsea Hospital, we are very pleased that the overnight stay room, with shower facilities, for patients’ relatives will soon be a reality.  This work has been funded, in the most part, by the Hospital League of Friends.
